But now hath he [Jesus Christ] obtained a more excellent ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was established upon better promises.  For if that first covenant had been faultless, then should no place have been sought for the second. 

For finding fault with them, He [God] saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah. Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they continued not in My covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the Lord. 

For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord: I will put My laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to Me a people: 

And they shall not teach every man his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know Me, from the least to the greatest. For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness [injustice], and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.

And for this cause he is the mediator of the new covenant, that ‘by means of death, for the redemption’ [a death having taken place for redemption] of the transgressions that were under the first covenant, [so that] they which are called might receive the promise of [the] eternal inheritance. 

For where a [this kind of] covenant is, there must of necessity be the death of the testator [covenant-sacrifice]. For [this kind of] covenant is in force after men are dead [upon deaths of the sacrifices]: otherwise it is of no strength at all while the testator [covenant-sacrifice] liveth. Whereupon neither [not even the] the first covenant was dedicated [ratified] without blood.
For when Moses had spoken every precept [commandment] to all the people according to the law, he took the blood of calves and of goats, with water, and scarlet wool, and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book, and all the people, Saying, “This is the blood of the covenant which God hath enjoined [charged] unto you”.
